Summertime is the time when many of us are outside, especially our dogs, and that means working|in the
garden and fixing up the landscaping. It is common to use bark and shavings around plants as well jas mul
and groundcover. A popular product, cocoa mul|l ch
and it includes a lethal ingredient theobromine. It smells like chocolate and dogs find it attractive. Despite
reports from the Hershey Corporation that A9|8%
dogs that eat cocoa mulch suffer physical harm, including death.

Theobromine is inall chocolate, especially dark or bakeelsocolate which
Is toxic to dogs. Cocoa beashells contain potentially toxiquantities of
theobromine, a xanthine compoundsimilar in effects to caffeine and theo-
phylline. A dog thatingested a lethal quantity of gardemulch made from
cacao bearshells developed severe convulsioasd died 17 hours later.
Analysis of the stomach contents atite ingested cacao bean shekwvealed
the presence of lethalmounts of theobromine.

When choosing your groundcover, check the package carefully for these letha
compounds.
